Delegate reports 
 Jan Niekerk for Hunting Rifle, gave the background from it’s inception in South Africa to the present day. There have been good attendances at the first two shoots rivaling the Silhouette attendees.
Daniel Antonello for Shotgun spoke of the growth of the discipline with impressive attendences, also rivaling the Silhouette Discipline itself.

Norm Coon for Lever Action Silhouette, spoke outlining that from a very quiet start there is now a solid showing of followers. Both Norm & Bill Mutch have attended interstate C/ships, achieving excellent results. This discipline will prosper.

Jon Hawkins reported the rather slow movements of the Service Rifle & Centre Fire Slhouette, but has indications of a vast improvement in this area in the coming year, with several member statements wishing to elevate the c/fire in the 2010 year.
In the absence of Goran Calic, his daughter, Maya, reported that the Fly Shoot would continue as before with the energy shown by Goran’s never failing attendance at the helm.
