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I have been given the support of the PRMSC committee to reintroduce
the grading system into our competition.

Commencing the first shoot of 2008 you will all be competing in your
own personal grades, eg B grade, A grade, AA grade etc. against people
of your own ability and experience. | have graded all shooters by your
scores during the 2007 calendar year.

These are my main reasons for the reintroduction of the grading system,

1- Your grading card is recognised Internationally, if you intend
travelling then take your grading card, this will allow you to compete
in your respective grade in any RMS competition in the country, be it
Club, State or National event.

2- Shooters compete against other shooters of equal ability, regardless of
age sex etc.

3- Grading gives incentive to "Climb the Ladder".

I will be keeping a record of the fortnightly shoot scores for the entire
2008 shooting calendar year and adjusting grades (upward only) as you

all improve.
At the end of 2008 we, (funds willing) will be able to have a small nosh

up and presentation of achievements / medals for the respective grades,
eg B Grade, A Grade, AA Grade etc.

So that shooters will not be disadvantaged (by having to compete in every
shoot) I will be recognising only the BEST 10 scores for the year. Yes

that means you will need to shoot at least 10 times during the year to be

eligible for awards.
Please collect your grading cards from the Tin Shed (clubrooms), correct

the spelling of your name if required and contact me with any queries you
may have re the system. It's now your responsibility to keep your own
records in your own grading card, see front of card for further info.
New/spare cards also in shed if required.

If it doesn't work out, we can say we tried.
